e Musicis permitted; however, the music must follow the City of Jackson’s Code of Ordinance. See
Chapter 54, Article Il

e Water Slides, water-related play features, and Space Walks/inflatables are not allowed.

e The playground area is open to the public.

e Free-standing grills are allowed; however, pull-behind grills are not permitted. Grill should not be
placed under any standing structure when operable.

e No parking or driving on any grass. All Vehicles must park/drive in the parking lot.

e You are responsible for cleaning the facility prior to leaving for the day. Trashcans/dumpsters are
conveniently located adjacent to the playground. A cleaning/damage fee will be charged if these
rules are not followed.

e Prohibited items: powder cannon/devices, confection of any kind, glitter, etc.

e Decorations may only be put up with tape; however, electrical and duct are not allowed.

e No person shall distribute handbills, circulate, post, place or erect any bills, notices, papers,
advertising devices, or matter of any kind.

e Operation of unlicensed vehicles or vehicles that cannot be licensed by the State of Mississippi is
strictly prohibited.

e Den Fees are Non-Refundable. In case of inclement weather during the scheduled event, contact
our number below to reschedule within a one-year time limit.

o The Den: $200/2 hours (includes set up and break down), $100/additional hour

e The Park closes at 5:00 PM daily.

e The Den can accommodate 50 individuals. Groups larger than this must rent “Regal’s Landing.”
