General Information: Lake Walthall is a 55-acre lake located in Walthall County. It is
becoming well known for producing numerous Largemouth Bass.

Location: The lake is located 8 miles SE of Tylertown off Hwy 48.

Creel and Size Limits

« Catfish: 10 per day.

» Largemouth Bass: 10 per
day.

» Bream: 100 per day

» Crappie: 30 per day

Requlations

* Fishing is not allowed from
the courtesy pier adjacent
to boat ramp.

* Rod and reel or pole
fishing is allowed. No
trotlines, free floating
fishing devices, jugs, yo-
yo’s, limblines, throwlines,
or set hooks are allowed.

 Sport fishing licenses and
fishing permits are
required except on
designated days during
National Fishing and
Boating Week.

Fishing Tips

Crappie

Use minnows or green and
black jigs in 6 to 8 ft. of
water near structures and
around overhanging limbs

Largemouth Bass

Use soft plastic lures like
flukes and worms fished
slowly near woody cover in
2 to 6 ft. of water. Junebug
or red colors, Carolina
rigged, seem to be good
choices

Bream

Use crickets in about 2 to 6
ft. of water. Along the dam
and bank fishing from the
earthen piers are always
good places to try.

Catfish

Use pungent baits, such as
liver, to attract catfish.
